What happens if I have a traffic
collision during protected
industrial action?
The exact same guidelines that you
normally work to will still apply.  You’ll still
need to make the appropriate
notifications and undergo any
procedure in accordance with AFP
policy.

What happens if the AFP vehicle
receives a speeding or parking
fine during PIA? 
That is a matter for the AFP.  You are
undertaking protected industrial action
which is permitted by the Fair Work
Commission and Fair Work Act.

What do I do if a supervisor
directs me to fill out a vehicle
logbook?
Record your interaction and notify
your local Convenor or Delegate.
